Dress Standards for All Concerts
(Except for the Senior Center)

Boys:
1. White long sleeved tuxedo shirt (traditional, 1/4 inch pleat - no ruffles)
2. Solid black dress slacks (NO SHORTS, no navy, no jean material, not faded)
3. Black dress shoes (black soles & black laces) Absolutely NO sport shoes!
4. Black socks (NO WHITE SOCKS or patterns, logos, etc.)
5. Bow tie (school owned) - passed out at concerts

Girls:
1. White long sleeved tuxedo shirt (traditional, 1/4 inch pleat - no ruffles)
2. Solid black dress slacks (NO SHORTS, no navy, no jean material, no patterns) or solid black long skirts, loose and ankle length or longer (short skirts are not appropriate.)
3. Black dress shoes (No open toe) Absolutely NO sports shoes!
4. Black socks or black tights/nylons (NO WHITE SOCKS - Make sure that we can't see bare ankles or legs!)
5. Bow tie (school owned) - passed out at concerts


Ensemble = Red bow tie
Advanced = Black bow tie
Intermediate = Blue bow tie

This is what tacky white socks look like. You will lose credit if you do not wear black socks.

Dress Standards for Field Trips, 8th Gr. HS Band Night, and Senior Center Concerts

Boys & Girls:
1. Newhart Band & Orchestra T-Shirt
2. Blue Jean Pants/Skirts/Shorts (Preferably) or Blue Pants/Skirts/Shorts
3. Tennis/Gym/Skater Shoes
Due to the complexity of the exact measurements for a tuxedo shirt, adults who know how to measure will measure the students at school shortly after the start of the year. Students will receive their shirts in time for their band/orchestra pictures and concerts.

Parents…we have located a few vendors who sell uniform parts at a low cost.  Black dress pants and skirts are located at JC Penny’s at Laguna Hills Mall.  You can also try SteinMart, Kohl’s or Target.  Payless Shoes sells dress shoes at a low cost.  If for whatever reason your child looses his/her own tux shirt and needs a replacement, Friar Tux is located on El Toro in Lake Forest or on Greenfield in Laguna Niguel.
