BUYING A NEW INSTRUMENT

Many of the stores are selling very poor quality instruments, including discount stores or other non-music stores.  Please beware!  There is a great deal of difference between instruments made by different manufacturers.  If you are considering purchasing a new instrument, please contact us for information about instruments!  We can be a great resource as to quality brands.  A list of local music stores where you can get instruments & supplies will also be posted on our website & the local phone book.

SCHOOL INSTRUMENTS

A limited number of instruments are available through NMS music department, mostly larger and more expensive ones.  If you would like to use a school instrument, a one-time Use Donation of $40 is requested to cover basic instrument maintenance and cleaning. * This does not cover neglect to instruments. Students are financially responsibly for all school equipment assigned to them by the Music Department. Families requesting a school instrument must complete a Responsibility of Use Form.  Insurance is strongly recommended!

*In the case of financial need, use fees maybe waived or adjusted.  Please have a parent or guardian contact Mrs. Petty or Mr. Klingbeil confidentially for more information.

INSURANCE INFORMATION

Insurance is strongly recommended by the District for all instruments. Insurance covers loss, theft, or damage to the instruments. You can contact your homeowner/renter insurance agency; sometimes they can provide instrument insurance.  You can also go to www.musicagencyinc.com for a decent rate on insurance.
